Cubmobile Derby Rules

1. Each Den is to supply a Cubmobile. A Cubmobile can only win one race. Dens may share a car, but if a
car wins two races with different dens, the registering pack will have to inform the staff, which den is to be rec-
ognized and which den is to be disqualified. Part of the idea behind the cubmobile is the building of the car by
the den. It would not be fair if a pack supplied 1 car for all of its ranks, and they placed in every race with the
same car. The only exception to this rule will be for new Tigers who have joined this spring/early summer.
There will be no disqualification of a den that shares a car with a Tiger den

2. Cubmobile must be built exactly to the attached specifications. No extra weight shall be added. Car
frame wil!/ be made from standard untreated pine 20
Use 10 carriage bolts to hold the frame together (t
fied). The overall |l ength of the car is to be 520 w
X 40 | umber, not steel rods. Rear axles shall be br
mower type (with bearings or without), up to 100 1in
solid Rubber (Pneumatic or air filled tires will be a cause for disqualification). The wheels will be attached using
Lag screws. Car will have a braced seat back and be equipped with a seat belt. Steering will be done by the feet
pl aced on the front axle, and by the rope steering bri
wooden bl ocks on the front axle, 1/80 from the center
then 1/80 behind the front axle, t Il imit the steering
surface faced with rubber or carpet.
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3. Drivers must be in standard uniform (no neckerchiefs) or summer activity uniform (Cub Scout tee shirt,
shorts, or jeans). If wearing shorts, drivers must wear kneepads. If wearing pants, kneepads are recommended
but not required. Elbow pads are recommended but not required for all drivers. Drivers must wear helmets
(bicycle, motocross/motorcycle, or football) and gloves (batting gloves, or motocross) while driving.

4. Races will be run by rank (Wolf racing Wolf, Etc.). Each scout will race once. The cumulative time for
each den, will be divided by the number of scouts, in that den to get an average time for that den, the den with
the lowest average time will be awarded the first place ribbon, the second lowest average time will receive the
second place ribbon and so on.

5. Participants must register by May 7th, 2009 to be assured a patch. Registration can occur after May 7™
but, a patch is not assured.

6. No flags shall extend beyond the middle of the seat back. If flags must be used then we suggest that
smal | 6 A flags be attached to the rear axle of the Cu
in the face when moving/pushing the cars.

7. Awards to be given out:
Each racer will receive a patch.
Each Participating pack will receive a ribbon for their pack flag.
1%, 2" and 3" place den in each rank will receive a ribbon for their den flag.
Fastest scout from each rank will receive a recognition plaque.
